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Introduction

In the past 20 years, that is in the period since the change in the political
system of the Czech Republic, it has been necessary for the State to solve
a wide range of problems in the regions in which the extensive
transformation and restructuring of mining sector have taken place. This
process started in the early 90% of the last century.

On the basis of several decisions of the Government, the termination of
mining operations in ore and uranium mines occurred. The only exception is
one uranium mine. Also the production of hard coal as well as brown coal
was significantly reduced.

Naturally this was connected with a significant decrease in the number of
jobs in the mining sector and also with negative affects on related
iIndustries.

Consequently, an urgent need arose to solve many economic and social
problems and also environmental issues, representing the need for
remedying old environmental damages to the landscape , caused by
previous mining activities.



Activities of state aimed at solving the mentioned issues lie mainly in
realization of 3 programmes to support mining-affected regions in the
scope of Ministry of Industry and Trade of the Czech Republic

In 1991, the administration of a phasing out programme followed by the termination of
mining activities associated with the restructuring and transformation of the mining
sector and the remediation of damage caused by previous mining activities was
started. Owing to the limited possibilities of the state budget this process has not
been fully completed yet.
